Exposure to coronavirus (SARS-CoV-2), Transmission of COVID-19, illness death.  
	Physical contact between adults and children is minimised.

Staff avoid face to face contact with children.

Staff are aware of signs and triggers of individual children’s behaviour that result in negative behaviour e.g. use de-escalation techniques, offer alternatives, provide calm down spaces for children to retreat to.

Staff to ensure only side-by-side holds or holds from behind the child take place. 

Children to be held for a minimal time. 

Children to be guided/moved to a calm down space where physical contact is minimised.

Hand washing procedures will be followed by staff and child as soon as the child is calm enough to allow this.
	Staff will continue to be vigilant about changes in child’s mood and behaviour.

Children to have a designated chill out area to retreat to and is taught how to use it to de-escalate his feeling of frustration throughout the session.

Stocks of cleaning equipment are maintained regularly and all staff know where they are kept.

Exposure to coronavirus (SARS-CoV-2), Transmission of COVID-19, illness death.  
	Physical contact between adults and children is minimised.

Staff avoid face to face contact with children.

When staff recognise that the child’s behaviour has escalated to a point that he is likely to spit they maintain or increase their physical distance.  

If child spits at a surface it will require disinfection at the earliest safe opportunity.  Staff will wear appropriate PPE when cleaning the surface (gloves).  They will ensure pupils do not come into contact with the affected surfaces until disinfection has taken place.

If child spits and it makes contact with a member of staff or a pupil, the contaminated area will be cleaned immediately with soap and water as outlined in the washing guidelines set out in the school COVID-19 risk assessment. If an item of clothing is contaminated, the member of staff or pupil will require a change of clothes.  Contaminated clothes will be bagged and sent home.  Hand washing procedures will be followed before and after clothes have been changed.
	Staff will continue to be vigilant about changes in children’s mood and behaviour.
