	If a younger child needs help to get clean and changed after a toileting incident, staff must wear PPE in accordance with existing risk assessment (minimum of disposable gloves and apron) when undertaking personal care and the pupil is exhibiting no symptoms of COVID-19 (additional PPE is not currently required if the pupil is not exhibiting any symptoms).

If an older/more independent child needs help after a toileting incident, staff must wear PPE but will encourage child to clean themselves and get dressed independently.

Clothes will be bagged and sealed before being sent home with the child at home time.

Any items of school furniture/flooring affected will be cleaned as soon as possible by staff wearing PPE. 

Staff and child will follow hand washing guidelines as described in the school COVID-19 risk assessment.
	Stocks of PPE are checked regularly and maintained.
