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“All We Can, All I Can, All You Can!”

Date: 20.10.2021
Venue: Fulwood Methodist Church
Attendees: Ken Wales, Sue Penrith, Jane Wild, Hope Wild, Darren Arnold, Fran Nickson

Items discussed:

· Hope introduced FN and Govs to the Recycling Clothes Boxes which are obtainable for families at school. The boxes are available for families in need with the purpose being to reduce the amount of waste from clothes that are discharged whilst helping families in need. The boxes contain a full wardrobe for a child and are grouped by age, ranging aged 0-11.  Once children have grown out of the clothes within the box, this can be returned to the church to be recycled once again.  School would subsidize the donation cost for families in need.

· Other resources are available through the church including adult clothes, household items, toys, and bedding
· School visits from Methodist circuit to resume (fortnightly) in school, working collaboratively with Jane and Darren to identify key focuses e.g. Black History and the Methodist work to abolish slavery.
· Zoom (whilst face to face can not resume) will be used to provide key worship info e.g. Advent/Christmas.

· Links could be established between church congregation and school to support with teachings of history e.g. War time and the impact on the local area.

· FN shared the outdoor learning curriculum development with church and discussion around possible support from church including donations of plants/resources/time and the possibility of developing the outdoor curriculum to include outdoor worship with Jane.
· School will send Cards of Kindness at Christmas to members of Fulwood Methodist church as identified by Jane, Ken, Sue and Darren.

· Darren talked about the carol concert video that school had shared last year and Jane and Darren talked about how this was used in the church as part of the church service at Christmas and was also shared with older members of the congregation/nursing homes. School will be preparing their Carol Service and using a digital format again this year due to covid restrictions so this will be shared again.

· Jane to complete training for staff on Methodism, it’s history and useful information that will support staff and build confidence within staff team whilst developing our distinctive Methodist culture.

Further Discussions in school SLT post meeting/Info shared in Staff Meeting 
· School will look at further development of the teaching of John Wesley and his life (4-year cycle)

· School will work with Methodist church to establish other key role models in Methodist history to include in school curriculum

· Shared possible development opportunities between school and church linking to outdoor learning space (possible help/support to establish) and possible curriculum development to include outdoor worship
· Cards of Kindness

· Digital Carol Service

· FN to take members of the school council to Wednesday coffee morning at Fulwood Methodist Church every half term to further build links with church

· Shared training idea with staff about Methodism-this was well received and identified as an area staff would welcome more information and input

Action:

· FN to share with FSM available resources from the church and make information available to families via school notification means

· FN to discuss with Y5/6 about promoting this through their ‘sustainable planet’ work-could include a fundraising process to make fund available for families to access this to raise awareness/or to collect clothing donations to contribute to the scheme
· Hope to design and distribute a poster to FN to be shared with parents/carers and wide community
· Darren to link RAMJS Facebook and Fulwood Methodist Church Facebook pages to share school info and raise school profile.

· School to share whole school themes with Darren and Jane so they can provide Methodist perspective/info to support teaching and develop unique Methodist culture of school

· Develop links with Outdoor curriculum and Jane Wild as way to develop outdoor worship

· Children to design and make cards to be distrusted to members of the church community at Christmas.
· Develop further links between school/church e.g. attending coffee morning, sharing of school focuses/church focuses using digital mediums
· Jane to work with school to develop training info for staff as part with potential to develop further as part of the induction of new, future staff.
