At RAMJS, diversity and uniqueness are celebrated. Our children are taught that God’s children are all God’s children and are equal even though they are created differently.  Our community brings together people of many faiths and beliefs into our one school family, We work together to build love, tolerance and respect into all we do.   Our school is blessed with having several proactive School Governors who are members of the Methodist Church in Preston who provide support and knowledge on a regular basis.  

The needs of our children underpin everything we do. This has also been taught through Susanna Wesley’s belief of the importance of education for all, which ultimately impacted on John Wesley and which now impacts on our staff and children’s lives.  We want our children to be safe, healthy and filled with courage to embrace ‘life in all its fullness’ (John 10:10) in the world into which they are growing up. We always aim to provide ambitious learning experience which is skills based, developmental and suited to the modern day learner. We ‘lift our eyes to the hills’ (Psalm 121) and through exciting opportunities in lessons and the wider curriculum our children will become well rounded, caring, change-makers in our world. Each child is at the heart of all we do with their emotional and physical and spiritual needs being met through our holistic learning approaches so that they can become the best they can be – and are meant to be.   As faith is a constant thread with runs through school, we learn about religion not only through RE but also celebrate with our pupils’ special faiths days which brings together the community within our school.  We celebrate interfaith week in October and usually invite families to join in with the celebrations during our morning Interfaith assembly.  

Working with the council and police, we have tried to ensure the safety of our children, parents and the neighborhood and restricting traffic on Emmerson Road.  We are also working towards making our environment, and the environment around school, a happier place to be which will impact on our community as well.  We are teaching our children to respect the environment and those who live in it by tackling litter issues and dog mess on the streets.   

Along with the infant school, we run a toddler group where some of our Church Governors attend to connect to the community.  Parents are also supported with food banks as well has food shopping vouchers when needed.  



(In the light of your vision) what is the impact of religious education? 

	
RE is developing and evolving, and as a school we are linking it to other subjects within our new curriculum.  We encourage our teachers to not teach it as a stand-a-lone subject but to link it throughout the curriculum wherever possible which will make RE more accessible for all.  We also encourage our teachers to take into consideration the important faith dates throughout the year.  For example, Year 5 teach Christianity and Jesus during Easter and Islam during the month of Ramadan.  Our Year 4 have linked Christianity to Henry VIII and discuss the historical significance.   RE, we find, makes our children more understanding and respectful, and during lessons it is evident that they do respect each other’s opinions.  They get pleasure in being able to connect and see cross overs from one religion to another.  Given our multi-faith demographic, this allows our children to not only expand on their own knowledge of world religions but also feel part of the whole and not isolated which in our changing world is extremely important.



(In the light of your vision) what is the impact of Collective Worship?

	Through using our Morning Worship lessons, we came to understand that standalone Christian bible stories did not always have the desired impact due to the multicultural and faith differences within our school.  By using Simply Worship we have been able to embrace the spiritual, intellectual, emotional and moral development of our children by using a combination of diverse stories alongside stories from the bible which allow all our children to engage in worship.  Our children are encouraged to link these diverse stories and bible stories to their own religions which has had the impact that the children are more engaged.  There is also a reflection on each lesson which develops ideas further and also has links to our PHSE curriculum.  We believe that this has a positive impact on health and mental wellbeing with the children able to analyse and reflect on their owns thoughts during worship.  Pupil voice is key, and our children have chance to listen to their peers’ thoughts and opinions and have developed a healthy respect for each other’s beliefs and opinions.  
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
