	· We have Ambition as one of our Values which is celebrated through Assemblies, Displays and planned activities through school and beyond
· We develop resilience and celebrate our mistakes
· We use different methods to share our work from homemade projects to ICT presentations and Videos
· Our topics cover Big Questions and Big Issues e.g. Pollution/ War and its impact
· Our R.E work develops understanding of deprivation using examples such as Oscar Romero and Mother Teresa
· We love raising money for charity through sponsored events
· We collect food at Harvest for Fox Street Homeless Shelter
· We use questions through our R.E curriculum such as ‘How do we live our lives?’
· Our School Council are the Leaders of the future and they have encouraged some huge whole school changes especially the development of a food amnesty to reduce the amount of food being wasted and recycling initiatives to encourage school to recycle more and use less single use plastics
· School Council encourage school to support Fairtrade and arrange events to collect for other charities such as St Catherine’s Hospice
· We have had a Plastic Project encouraging our Courageous Advocates to Tweet large companies to encourage them to reduce their global impact on pollutions
· We run an Eco Warrior Club
· Deforestation Projects have encouraged us address the issue around deforestation and consider world wide solutions 
· We explore other charities throughout the world through our PHSE/R.E curriculum considering communities that live in poverty and the impact this has around the world
· We have regular PHSE lessons relating to current affairs for example the Australian Bushfires/Internet Safety

· Our Digital Leaders lead the way in encouraging Respect and present whole school learning using ICT to share their messages
· We have a school Counsellor who works with us on Mondays and Thursday

	· We recognise all faiths and celebrate these with Faith days including Diwali and Eid
· We show mutual respect to all regardless of faith and culture which we develop in PHSE, R.E. lessons and Circle times
· We have an amazing community full of diversity with staff and children from around the world
· We use Jigsaw to support out PHSE and the units included further deepen our understanding of Respect
· We teach Relationships throughout school
· We welcome visitors from all places of worship and all cultures to further develop our knowledge and understanding of the world and help build tolerance into our curriculum
· We proudly display our Vision and Values  around school 
· We have strong links with our parents and community and have lots of community events including Food Markets, Christmas Markets, Coffee Morning, Toddler Group and Toddler Keep Fit which we share with the Infant School next door
· We have a variety of books that include characters from different cultures.  This is developed further through the use of Library Books that we loan to expand our world knowledge
· We welcomed Onjali Rauf into school who talked to us about Refugees and we love finding out about current issues throughout the world to encourage us to do things to make our world a better place

	Strand 6: The Impact of Religious Education

	· We allow for children to plan and lead their class worship as well as whole school worship which encourages exploring different ways to share their important messages and allow for reflection
· We use Circle Times to allow for stillness and reflection throughout the day, linking back to our Christian practices and values
· Our behaviour policy allows for children to reflect on their actions and behaviours using restorative practices
· We sing into and out of every assembly, using Wednesday to learn new songs.  We link our songs to our whole school worship and they all have Christian values
· We share our school prayers and use this to draw our school community together
· We have our own written/researched prayers on display in our classrooms
· We have Christian workshops delivered by Reverend Jane and Darren using puppets to share Christian stories
· We celebrate Christian Festivals for example; pancake flipping and marking our foreheads for Lent
· Our values interlink with other faiths and the real world e.g. Visual Impairment Goggles, Courage and Ambition to school success, Mental health awareness linking to Love and Faith
· We reflect on our worship both staff led and child led;  Our Governors come and help us evaluate our worship too
· Reverend Barbara and Darren regularly visit classes and lead class learning on Christianity and Methodism
· We link with Fox Street Homeless Shelter to impact on the wider community and support the community in need
