Focus Question (for this investigation):   What makes a good leader?
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	Focus Question: What makes a good leader?
This unit enables pupils to examine the role of the Church as a community of believers from all races and nationalities who are committed to life lived in the spirit of Jesus.
The focus is on the importance of founders and leaders with the study including examples from daily life, the example of the disciples and other Christians.  Pupils will have the opportunity to develop their vision of qualities they value and wish to develop as a leader and follower.

	· Play follow the leader.  
· Brainstorm people who the class consider to be good leaders.
· As a class, decide what qualities these people have that make them good leaders (not looks or clothes).  
· Individual internet research on famous leaders.  Children stick a picture in the middle of the page and write captions about their leadership qualities round it.  Make a power point presentation about the celebrity’s leadership qualities. 
· Children brainstorm questions to ask a leader in school.  As they interview them, children take notes and discuss their leadership later.


	Beliefs and Values

	· For Christians, Jesus is the leader they follow.  They try to follow his example in everything they do.
· Read some Jesus stories.  Children pick out the qualities which Christians think make him worth following.  Watch animated Jesus Stories, eg Jesus and Zaccheus http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/z7kq6sg, The story of Jesus’ Disciples, Peter and Andrew http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/zbyr87h.
· Write all Jesus’ characteristics in a blank body shape.
· Write a ‘wanted’ poster for Jesus saying what he has done.
· Write a character description of Jesus.
· Write a characteristic of Jesus on each side of a blank dice (or net of a dice).  Roll the dice.  Children have to give examples of when Jesus showed the quality.

	· Explore the life of someone committed to God, eg Archbishop Desmond Tutu (eg  https://www.tes.com/teaching-resource/desmond-tutu-6435663)  Corrie Ten Boom (eg http://www.educationscotland.gov.uk/Images/Corrie%20ten%20Boom%20PDF_tcm4-731497.pdf) , Martin Luther King Jr  (www.twinkl.co.uk).  Do an internet search for extra information and images.
· Write a CV for one of these Christians.
· Interview a local Christian leader (do an internet search for Burnley and Pendle Faith Centre for assistance in finding a person of faith to visit).  Email a Christian (http://pof.reonline.org.uk/wordpress/?page_id=19 ). Ask what the Bible says about Jesus effects their behaviour to others.

	· Write or act out persuading someone to follow them on an imaginary mission.  How would they set out their vision and persuade others to follow them?
· Is there anyone who they think is worth following?  Children produce a piece of writing explaining why.
· Do the children agree that Jesus is worth following?  Why?  Children must give good reasons for their opinions.  Present them in a short speech.  The children need to reference the Christian teachings covered.
· Are there any qualities Jesus and the other leaders have that they would like to develop in themselves.  Children set targets for themselves.
