	· Play games involving trust, eg Follow the Leader, blindfold a child and lead them around an obstacle course.  Discuss the feelings involved in being the leader and the follower.  Children create a list of qualities that contribute to a person being trusted as a leader.  Sort these qualities into a hierarchy of importance.
· Discuss what is important – being a leader or a follower?  Leaders need followers to make things happen but a follower needs to be led wisely, with.
· Create a list of people we trust at home/in school.  Why do they trust these people?  What qualities do they have?

	· Read or watch stories of Moses (Exodus chapter 2 verse – chapter 16), eg http://www.topmarks.co.uk/judaism/story-of-moses, https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=lA_DLmZ7PxQ, http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/zbsb9j6. 
· Identify the parts that show leadership, eg confronting Pharaoh, leading the Jews out of Israel, guiding people in the wilderness years.
· In groups, choose a key moment to freeze frame and discuss emotions, actions, actions and its importance. Record the qualities Moses showed and compare them to the list generated in the previous section.  Moses showed leadership by meeting peoples’ needs, caring and sharing, being committed to his faith and showing moral behaviour.
· Read or watch the story of Moses receiving the Ten Commandments on Mount Sinai (Exodus chapters 19 and 20).  The Covenant between God and His people included the 10 Commandments as a set of rules to live by.  Jews believe that the rules they live by are their side of the covenant.

	· Watch clips of Jews following some of the rules found in Exodus, eg http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/z8r87ty, or any Jewish festival/meal not covered by another year group (http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/topics/znwhfg8/resources/1 has some excellent clips).  Identify the Jewish laws and compare to non-Jewish meals, festivals, gatherings.  Record findings as a power point presentation, poem, piece of drama, instruction booklet.
· Email a believer (http://pof.reonline.org.uk/wordpress/?page_id=23) and ask how the rules given to Moses affect their lives and why they follow them.

	· Relate learning to the work covered in this investigation.
· Do the children think Moses has any inspiring qualities?  Is there anything they have learnt about that they agree/disagree with?
· Go back the lists of leadership qualities they wrote at the start of the investigation.  Do the children want to add any more?  Sort them into 2 piles – 1 the individual children think they have and one they are going to aspire to.  In pairs, think of actions which may show the qualities.
· Draw round a child.  Inside the shape write all the leadership qualities that would lead them to follow someone.
