	Shared Human Experience

1
	· Brainstorm what the word ‘commitment’ means.  Are there any commitments that need honouring in school/class/at home?  
· Consider the school/class rules.  What are they and are they all necessary?  What would happen without them?  Role play or freeze frame the important parts.
· Children give examples of rules that are important to the children.  Record as a poster/leaflet/power point.


	Beliefs and Values

2
	· Muslims believe that commitment to Allah is essential and that their purpose in life is to serve Him.
· Explore the idea of the duties being supports for a building, with the duties portrayed as pillars supporting the roof of Islam.  
· Each group investigate a pillar one of the 5 pillars of Islam (Shahadah – Only one God, Salah – prayer, Zakat – giving to the poor, Sawm – fasting, Hajj - pilgrimage.  Record information as a power point.  Watch the power points together.  Record answers in a display.

	· Background information - http://www.kiddyhouse.com/Ramadan/
· Investigate what happens at Ramadan.
· Discuss giving up food during daylight hours.  Is it easy or hard?  Children could try giving up something, eg snack at break or talking for a specific amount of time.  How did they feel watching other children eat or talk?  
· Show the commitment that Muslims have to Allah through Sawm (fasting) at Ramadan eg, http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/zyr76fr, and Shahadah http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/zstfgk7, 
· Interview a local Muslim, (Burnley and Pendle Faith Centre can assist with finding people of faith to go into schools, http://www.lancsngfl.ac.uk/curriculum/renew/index.php?category_id=5&s=57cc60901a86fc9ac266c222f576d751 ) or Email a Muslim (http://pof.reonline.org.uk/wordpress/?page_id=24 ). Ask about the importance of Sawm and Shahadah and how they show them during Ramadan.  
· Portray their understanding of Sawm and Shahadah in a poem/poster/letter to a friend.

	· Children consider the commitments in their own lives.  What are their main commitments?  Produce a written or visual version of the Five Pillars that support their lives.  Compare their pillars with the Muslim Five Pillars.
· Set a debate up in class.  Children write arguments for and against the issue ‘Is it important to totally commit?’  They must give good reasons and back them up in reference to Islam.
· Children investigate whether there is anything in their own lives that is worth committing to and to what extent would they commit?
