Year 4 Key Question (to be used all year):  How should we live our lives?
Focus Question (for this investigation):   Why are some occasions sacred to believers?
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	Focus Question:  Why are some occasions sacred to believers?
This unit enables pupils to examine the role of the Church as a community of believers from all races and nationalities who are committed to life lived in the Spirit of Jesus.
The focus is on how the Church supports its members in living the faith. Opportunities are provided for pupils to consider examples that support life in the community and in The Church through the celebration of The Eucharist. Pupils will be encouraged to reflect on events in their lives that are shared and celebrated.

	Shared Human Experience

	· Look at images (search the internet) of people sharing food.  Identify examples from within the hike, school and community eg lunchtimes, barbecues, weddings, Christmas dinner, Eid. Passover.  Discuss why the event is special.
· Pick an occasion out of a bag.  Children write what they would eat, drink, decorate the room with, where it would happen, who would be there.   Repeat for other celebrations.


	Beliefs and Values

	· Show an image of the inside of a church (do an internet search).  Split the class into groups. 1 from each group comes to the front and looks at the picture.  They go back to the group and draw what they remember.  Repeat with the other members of the groups.  Look at the final pictures.  Do they look similar?
· Children study the inside of a church.  Generate questions about any of the objects they see.  Stick the questions on the wall to refer to later in the investigation.
· Read, eg, http://www.dltk-bible.com/cv/last_supper_cv.htmor,  watch an animation of the Last Supper, eg http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/zrfgkqt, try a Youtube search.
· Children act out the story.  Freeze frame parts of it and ask “What if” questions, eg “What if Judas hadn’t admitted his guilt?”, “What if Peter had stopped Jesus speaking?”.  Encourage the children to think deeply about the story and how the characters interacted and effected each other.

	· Research the Eucharist. It is done in memory of the Last Supper.  Look at images of the artefacts used.  What questions do the children want to ask about them?
· Children keep a continuing vocabulary list of words linked to the Eucharist.
· Interview (do an internet search for Burnley and Pendle Faith Centre for assistance in finding a person of faith to visit) or email a Christian http://pof.reonline.org.uk/wordpress/?page_id=19 about how they take communion and what each artefact means to them.
· Watch clips of a Eucharist service, eg http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/zwcd2hv .  Do an internet search for clips from different denominations taking the Eucharist/communion, e.g. 
· http://www.cleo.net.uk/resources/index.php?ks=2&cur=15 , www.youtube.co.uk .
· Create a wordle (there are various websites that will do this ,eg http://www.wordle.net/ ), of all the religious vocabulary used around the Eucharist including emotions and thoughts.
· Diamond rank all the artefacts of Eucharist (eg, chalice, wine, bread, alter, vestments, vicar, words from the Bible) in order of importance to a Christian.  Children give reasons that relate to Christianity for their answers. 


	Search for Personal Meaning

	· Organise a meal to share in the classroom.  Identify a reason for the celebration.  Determine the choice of food, accessories, seating and rituals, eg, saying please/thank you, starting together, order of courses. 
· Reflect on the atmosphere and responses of the class.  Did they understand the reverence and importance of it?
· Children remember a special occasion that has happened to them or their family.  Stick each object in books and write the relevant matching object at their party, eg the church – the venue of the party, the vestments – a special party outfit, the wine – the drink at the party etc.
