Year 4 Key Question (to be used all year):  How should we live our lives?
Focus Question (for this investigation):  What is expected of a person in following a religion or belief?
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	Focus Question: What is expected of a person in following a religion or belief?
This unit enables pupils to examine the significance of Sikh initiation and membership practices.  The content focus is on God, Principles for Living and The Community.  Opportunities are provided to explore the Amrit ceremony, the Khalsa and the significance of the Five K’s.  Pupils are encouraged to consider how their identity might be linked to that which they value.

	· In some communities the name a child is given has special meaning.  Investigate what the children’s names mean, eg https://www.babble.com/baby-names/ .  Children create a nameplate showing their name and meaning.
· Discuss what it means to be initiated into a group reviewing examples from other religions studied and ‘joining’ rituals they may be familiar with, eg joining Brownies or Judo.  What do they wear/do?  Why do people want to be part of these groups?


	Beliefs and Values

2
	· Sikhs may reach the time in their lives when they want to commit and join the Khalsa.  Being a member of the Khalsa requires commitment. 
· Explore the origin of the Khalsa and the role of Guru Singh. Children can do an internet search  (http://indiatoday.intoday.in/education/story/guru-gobind-singh/1/571962.html, http://www.bbc.co.uk/religion/religions/sikhism/people/gobindsingh.shtml)  and watch clips about Guru Gobind Singh eg https://www.truetube.co.uk/film/formation-khalsa, http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/zghyr82.  Children present their information as a comic strip/power point presentation, information leaflet.  Pupils imagine they were in the crowd and write a persuasive letter to convince their family that they should go into the tent or join the Khalsa. 
· Children identify the most important part of the story and freeze frame it.  Do a Conscience Alley activity where half the class say reasons to go into the tent and the other half try to convince the child not to go into the tent.

	· An outward sign of being a committed member of the Sikh Khalsa is the 5Ks.  Investigate what they are and their symbolism, eg http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/zcn34wx, http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/z3sb9j6, (BBC have a wide variety of clips to view), http://www.primaryresources.co.uk/re/re_Sikhism.htm. 
· Look at the three principals eg, http://sikhism.about.com/od/sikhism101/a/Sikhism.htm, http://www.sikhismguide.org/.    Read or act out scenarios from daily life and decide how a Sikh would respond in light of the three principals.
· Email a believer (http://pof.reonline.org.uk/wordpress/?page_id=28) and ask if they are a member of the Khalsa and what carrying the 5Ks means to their lives)

	· Choose a name or title, depicting positive qualities, from a selection prepared by the teacher.  Wear a badge with this title.  Children try to fulfil the qualities implied by the title throughout the day.  At the end of the day, discuss how others responded to them, how the name made them feel or act and any difficulties or bonuses they discovered in wearing and fulfilling the title.  Is the title worth keeping or living up to?
· Do the children agree with carrying an outward sign of faith?  Why?  What would they choose to carry if they joined a group?
