Year 5 Key Question (to be used all year):  Where can people find guidance on how to live their lives?
Focus Question (for this investigation):   What guidance to follow?
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	Focus Question: What guidance to follow?
This unit enables pupils to examine the Church as a community of believers from all races and nationalities who are committed to life lived in the spirit of Jesus.  The focus is the place of sacred books and literature in enlightening and supporting the Christian fellowship.  Opportunities are provided to consider how people acquire authority and the authority and purpose of The Bible.  Pupils will reflect on sources and forms of authority in their lives and how these guide their actions.

	· Identify people in the school community, local area and nationally who have some form of authority.  Consider where this authority comes from and how it is used/misused.  
· Children list who or what they get guidance from in different areas of their lives, eg Swimming lessons – the instructor, posters on walls, rules of the swimming pool. School – Head teacher, class teacher, TAs, school rules, classroom rules, prospectus.


	Beliefs and Values

2
	· The Bible gives Christians guidance on how to live their lives, eg the two Great Commandments - Matthew chapter 22 verses 36 – 40, “Teacher, which is the greatest commandment in the Law?” Jesus replied: “‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind. This is the first and greatest commandment. And the second is like it: ‘Love your neighbour as yourself.’  All the Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments.”  The Beatitudes, Matthew chapter 5 verses 1 – 11.
· Discuss the messages and translate them into a modern context.  Rewrite, write poetry, dance, create a piece of drama.

· Interview (do an internet search for Burnley and Pendle Faith Centre for assistance in finding a person of faith to visit) or email a Christian (http://pof.reonline.org.uk/wordpress/?page_id=190) ask about how important their Bibles are to them eg how many do they have?  Where are they kept?  How often are they read?  Which parts are the most special?  How do they change their behaviour? 
· Generate questions before meeting the Christian and take notes on the answers.
· Look at images of Bibles in different settings (do an internet search) and; discuss how they are being used and displayed and handled?


	Search for Personal Meaning

	· Compare the answers that the Christian gave to the questions.  Were any of the answers a surprise?  Why?  Do the children agree/disagree with them?  Why?
· Consider if the guidance found in the Bible makes sense to them.  Encourage the children to give answers referring to Christian teachings.  
· Write some ‘rules for life’.  Make a poster.  Discuss it with other individuals in the class, taking turns to give reasons for their rules and listening to their partner’s reasons.
