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	Focus Question: What can stories teach us?
This unit enables pupils to examine how Buddhist teachings are organised and disseminated.  The content focus is on The Buddha, The Dharma and The Sangha.
Opportunities are provided to explore the source of and forms of teachings found in Buddhist literature. Pupils are encouraged to consider examples of advice that are relevant to their lives.

	· Explore oral traditions through experience of Chinese Whispers task e.g. around class circle.  
· Retell a traditional tale to a partner. Compare the oral version of the traditional tale to a printed one. Discuss the differences and highlight how the key elements are presented in both forms. 
· Ask a family member to relate a story about a family event. Make a class tape recording of pupils’ family stories. 
· Look at the traditional tales covered in English, either animated or written form. How do the versions differ?  What messages can be found in traditional tales?

	· For background information see the Curriculum Support materials.
· Buddhist teachings have been passed down through both oral and written traditions.
· Examine excerpts from the Dhammapada, eg https://www.goodreads.com/work/quotes/154391-dhammapada, http://www.realbuddhaquotes.com/.  Working in groups, each group explore the meaning of one of the sayings. Devise a role-play scenario or write a story that illustrates the meaning and application of their example.  Children act out a saying and the class has to guess which saying it is.
· Design an informative poster to explain the meaning of the sayings.
· Look at the Eightfold Path, www.twinkl.co.uk, www.tes.com, 
· Prepare a short speech to deliver to the class or small group about the Eightfold Path.
· Produce a leaflet explaining each part of the Eightfold Path.

	· Working in groups, research the development of Buddhist scriptures from the Buddha’s oral teaching to later written scriptures e.g. Pali Canon, including Tipitaka, Mahayana, Jakata Tales, http://www.cleo.net.uk/resources/index.php?ks=2&cur=15, http://www.religionfacts.com/tripitaka, http://www.primaryhomeworkhelp.co.uk/religion/buddhism.htm. 
· Complete a matching activity that links kinds of scriptures with the beliefs and information found within them.
· Interview a Buddhist, the Faith Centre can help you organise a visit or visitor - http://www.lancsngfl.ac.uk/curriculum/re/index.php?category_id=5. Email a Buddhist at http://pof.reonline.org.uk/ and ask how they follow the teachings and follow the Eightfold Path.  Is it always easy to do the right thing?  Which parts are easy/hard?  
· Look at a variety of scenarios.  Children write how they think a Buddhist would act and which religious teaching supports this decision.

	· All these lessons should be referred back to the Living Religious Traditions and the Beliefs and Values sections.
· Present the children with cards with 9 Buddhist teachings on them.  Children diamond rank the statements (in a diamond shape with the most important ones at the top and least important at the bottom) as a Buddhist would rank them then as the individual children would rank them.
· Which Buddhist teachings do the children agree/disagree with?  Why?
· Children make a list of all the important people in their lives.  What have they learnt from these people?  What makes what they say worth following?
· If the children could write down 3 pieces of advice for other people what would they be?  Why?
