Year 5 Key Question (to be used all year):  Where can people find guidance on how to live their lives?
Focus Question (for this investigation):  What can sacred stories tell us?
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	Focus Question: What can sacred stories tell us?
This unit enables pupils to examine how Hindu truths are transmitted using stories from revered literature.  The focus includes Brahman, The Trimurti, Avatar and Scriptures.  Opportunities are provided for pupils to explore some forms of Hindu literature and the beliefs and practices associated with a key story.  Pupils are encouraged to consider whether there are links between the ‘truths’ and values revealed in the story and events in their lives.

	· Revisit some stories read in previous years.  Are they fact of fiction?  If they are fiction, it there any truth in them?  What can be learnt from them?
· Play Chinese Whispers to show how oral retelling can alter a story.  Is an accurate retelling important if the message remains the same?
· Sit in a circle and start a story off.  Each child adds to the story.  Was it easy to do?  What are the difficulties in retelling it to another class?


	Beliefs and Values

2
	· Stories found in Hindu scriptures offer Hindus guidance on how to live their lives.
· The Story of Prahlad and Holika has been passed down orally and is an example of Smriti writing.
· Research Hindu stories and the festivals linked with them, eg Holi, Divali (check that this hasn’t been covered in Year 4.  See the Year 4 planning grid for links to Divali).  For background information on Holi see http://www.factmonster.com/ipka/A0909590.html, http://www.bbc.co.uk/schools/religion/hinduism/holi.shtml, http://www.twinkl.co.uk/resource/lt-t-967-holi-festival-information-powerpoint.  For the story linked to Holi see https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Dnc2NQ8uPRQ, https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=zGA6ltqSsXw or a variety of Hindu story books eg Hindu Stories by Anita Ganeri. 
· Children identify the main teaching in the stories by tableaux or freeze frame.  Teacher in role as Prahlad or Holika – children interview them to deepen their understanding of the story and its significance to Hindus.  
· Teacher makes signs with parts of the story on and puts them up around the room.  Children have to stand by the part they think is most important and explain why, encourage them to refer to Hindu teachings.
· The message of Holi is that devotion will be rewarded.

	· Watch clips of Hindus celebrating Holi, eg http://www.bbc.co.uk/education/clips/zw92tyc, https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=3c3KgQ7CE4I, https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=xaysqwFoVOE&t=12s. 
· Email a believer (http://pof.reonline.org.uk/wordpress/?page_id=23) and ask about the significance of Holi to them and what they learn from the story.  Find out how and where the festival is celebrated.
· Burnley and Pendle Faith Centre can assist you in planning a visit to a temple or a person of faith to visit your school, http://www.lancsngfl.ac.uk/curriculum/re/index.php?category_id=5. 
· Children create a class display with images of the festival and a short explanation about what is happening.
· Pairs of children imagine they have been to Holi celebration.  One is the interviewer and the other is the interviewee.  Children write a short script for a television interview.  Encourage children to talk about the symbolism of the paint and fire and that Prahlad was faithful and devoted to Vishnu and was rewarded by Vishnu’s protection. Film on camera.

	· Do the pupils believe the story is true, that it actually happened?  Is it important that it really happened? Why?
· What stories have the pupils learned from? What were the messages in them?
· In small groups, children create stories where there is a message.  Tell them as a piece of drama, cartoon strip poem etc.
