Year 5 Key Question (to be used all year):  Where can people find guidance on how to live their lives?
Focus Question (for this investigation):   What do religious texts and teachings say about God and human lives?
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	Focus Question: What do religious texts and teachings say about God and human lives?
This unit enables pupils to examine the belief that Jesus is the perfect expression of God; he is ‘The Christ’; Son of God; Saviour.  The focus is on ‘revelation’.  
Pupils are encouraged to consider what they reveal about themselves and how this is achieved.

	Shared Human Experience

	· Information comes from a variety of sources and is told from different viewpoints. It’s important to be discerning when finding out about someone or a situation.
· Read different versions of the same story, eg Cinderella, Three Little Pigs.   Pick out the main points and the extra parts that authors have added.
· Work in groups to identify and discover information about someone in school, the community or the media.  Where do the class get the information from? How do they judge if it’s true or not?


	Beliefs and Values

2
	· Investigate titles given to Jesus in the Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke and John) – eg Light of the World (John chapter 9 verse 5), King of the Jews (John chapter 19 verse 20), Son of God (Matthew chapter 14 verse 33), Master (Luke chapter 5 verse 5), Chosen One (Luke chapter 9 verse 25).  What do these titles show about Jesus’ character?  The disciples knew Jesus and are considered by Christians to be trustworthy.
· Show images of Jesus which demonstrate different sides to his character – do an internet search for images or ‘Picturing Jesus’ http://shop.natre.org.uk/ .  
· Read Jesus stories which show different sides to their character, eg Feeding the 5000 – Matthew 14:14-21; Mark 6:33-44; John 6:1-14, Jesus Heals a Paralytic – Mark 12:1-12.
· Read/watch a detailed version of the Easter story.  What does it show about Jesus’ character?  Explain that to Christians, Jesus is worth following and this is shown in the titles given to him.
· Jesus is human and divine which makes him unique to Christians.  When he died on the cross he was human and went through all the suffering a human would.

	· Email a Christian (http://pof.reonline.org.uk/wordpress/?page_id=19) or interview a Christian (Burnley and Pendle Faith Centre can assist with finding a Christian to visit school - http://www.lancsngfl.ac.uk/curriculum/re/index.php?category_id=5) and ask how their lives are different because of Jesus’ actions.  Do they try to be/do things differently?  What particular parts of Jesus’ life or stories do they read and get advice on how to live their lives from?
· Which stories in the Bible do Christians get encouragement in their worship and prayer?
· Research famous Christians and their actions.  Can the children match a story or incident in the Bible with a Christian’s action?

	Search for Personal Meaning

	· Refer every lesson back to the prior learning about Christianity.  
· Devise some clues that give information about themselves, either written or visual.  Children think carefully about what they want others to think or remember about them.  Play ‘Who am I?’ with the clues.
· Consider how they want to be known or remembered and write a short sentence about how they can do to improve how they are perceived by others.   Fold these up and plant them under either a single bulb in a pot or in a class pot with many bulbs.  Over time watch the bulbs grow and flourish as encouragement for the class to put their ideas into action.
