Year 5 Key Question (to be used all year):  Where can people find guidance on how to live their lives?
Focus Question (for this investigation):   Why do people follow sacred books?
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	Focus Question: Why do people follow sacred books?
This unit enables pupils to examine how the teachings of Sikh Dharam are revealed and applied to daily life.  The content focus is on God and The Guru Granth Sahib.  Opportunities are provided to explore the content of the Guru Granth Sahib, its role in worship and examples or teachings revealed in it.  Pupils are encouraged to relate this to principles of value in their lives.

	Field of Enquiry and Suggested Order of Delivery
	Possible Teaching Ideas

	Shared Human Experience

	· Discuss examples of information e.g. use Google maps and get directions to school, instructions, that they are aware of. Miss parts of these directions/instructions out.  Is it easy to know where to go or what to do when they haven’t got the full information?  Can these versions be considered fully ‘truthful?’
· Brainstorm different places or books that the class/people get ‘the truth’ from, eg Holy scriptures (show any examples the school may have), parents, the Head Teacher, mosque or Sunday school, internet, newspapers etc.  Children work in pairs or small groups, write where they get ‘the truth’ from, then put the sources on the wall as a display.
· The children create a list of information they consider to be ‘the truth’, this can be any of their personal beliefs, eg children must go to bed early every night, never eat meat, always do what your parents tell you to.  Add these ‘truths’ to the display.

· Investigate the meaning of the words in the title of the Guru Granth Sahib and how it is stored and treated in the Gurdwara, http://www.cleo.net.uk/resources/index.php?ks=2&cur=15 , https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=sQf3x6gCwDY, if your school has Espresso, look in the Faiths section for Sikh worship at the Gurdwara,  and when one is kept in a Sikh home, https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=h2LbTwwGsAY,  eg, cloths, platform, special place/room. Link this to beliefs that the book is ‘living’ and is the ‘Last Guru’. Explore its role in daily worship and as part of celebrations of Gurus’ lives e.g. Akhand Path. Note that it includes writings from those of other religious traditions and consider why this is allowed and why it is important. Present their findings in writing e.g. a guide to the Guru Granth Sahib, and include an explanation of why they think the book is so special to Sikhs.
· Examine some excerpts from the Guru Granth Sahib and discuss their meaning. Write a ‘headline’ caption that refers to the relevance of their advice for modern life or match examples from the media to the teachings in the excerpts.
· Children make a model of the Guru Granth Sahib either inn a home or in a gurdwara.  Have the children included the important artefacts?
· Children write a script and research pictures about how the Guru Granth Sahib is treated. The children record each other delivering their speech.  Create a checklist about the main points that must be included, using the correct religious vocabulary.  Children watch each other’s films and mark it for content using the checklist.
· Write a set of instructions for someone who knows nothing about the Guru Granth Sahib.

	· Make a list of the kinds of writings they can discover e.g. sayings, poetry, stories, hymns, https://www.goodreads.com/work/quotes/3298636-sri-guru-granth-sahib, http://www.azquotes.com/author/46928-Guru_Gobind_Singh, https://www.tes.com/teaching-resource/guru-granth-sahib-quotes-6129761.  Note that they were written by different Gurus and at different times. 
· Identify the sacred language and alphabet (Gurmukhi-from the Guru’s mouth) and the commitment and dedication that is taken to write out the Guru Granth Sahib to ensure it is ‘perfect’ and thus ‘correct’. Choose a letter of the alphabet to copy in ink or paint, and attempt to produce several identical copies of the letter. Discuss the effort required to produce ‘perfect’ copies.
· Email a believer (http://pof.reonline.org.uk/wordpress/?page_id=28) and ask a Sikh how the teachings of the Gurus impact their lives.  Which quotes from the Guru Granth Sahib are most important to them?  Why?    How do they know that they have the ‘truth?’ The Faith Centre can assist you in planning a visit to a gurdwara or a person of faith to visit your school, http://www.lancsngfl.ac.uk/curriculum/re/index.php?category_id=5 .  
· Make a wordle with some of the words from the interview with a member of the Sikh community.  Use words related to the Guru Granth Sahib and how it is treated,www.wordle.net. 

	Search for Personal Meaning

	· Always relate this section to the prior learning in this investigation.
· Review the importance of the Sikh ‘sacred language’. Create a slogan or message about a principle for living that is important to their lives. Reflect on whether they think this principle will always be valid in their lives in the future. Consider how their principle is similar or different to those of other pupils.  Produce a banner or make it on laptops.
· Discuss whether the children agree with any of the teachings.  Why/why not?  
· Where do the children get their ‘truth’? Do they have to believe everything from that source or are there times when they question what they are taught?
· The children write a list of the 3 most important rule they live their lives by and say where they got them from.

	· Make links between beliefs and sacred texts, including stories and various religious sources (B&V LRT)
· Suggest meanings for a range of living religious traditions eg, Guru Granth Sahib, Wudu before handling the Qur’an. (B&V LRT)
· Describe the impact of religion on people’s in terms of beliefs, values and personal meaning. (LRT)
· Apply their ideas to their own and other peoples’ lives simply. (B&V)
· Ask important questions about religion and beliefs, and compare the different viewpoints within a faith group. (SHE, B&V, SPM)
