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INTRODUCTION
At Ribbleton Avenue Methodist Junior School our curriculum is underpinned by our Christian Ethos and school values based on the work of John Wesley. Art and Design is a valuable part of our curriculum and is seen as an ongoing and creative process following the moto of doing ‘all the good you can’ and therefore allowing children to develop their own unique talents and faith in their imaginative use of art skills.  

AIMS 
Our School aims are to ensure that all children: 
· Have entitlement to a broad and balanced, enriching art and design curriculum. 
· Enjoy an active involvement in art, craft and design. 
· Have the confidence as well as the skills and experience necessary to communicate their ideas through their artwork. 
· Have the opportunities to experience a broad and balanced range of art activities and show progression within these experiences. 
· Have opportunities to learn about art from different times and cultures. 
· Become visually literate and able to identify and apply the key elements of art. 
· All pupils will be given equal access to the experience of the art regardless of the gender, race or disability

STATUTORY REQUIREMENTS 
The National Curriculums states that at Key Stage two, Pupils should be taught to develop their techniques, including their control and their use of materials, with creativity, experimentation and an increasing awareness of different kinds of art, craft and design. 
Pupils should be taught: 
· to create sketch books to record their observations and use them to review and revisit ideas 
· to improve their mastery of art and design techniques, including drawing, painting and sculpture with a range of materials [for example, pencil, charcoal, paint, clay] 
· about great artists, architects and designers in history. 
 SUBJECT ORGANISATION
Children are given a range of opportunities through their sketchbook work, projects and cross-curricular links in other subjects to use a variety of media and to explore the work of famous artists. There is also an after school art club each week. 

Art is delivered through a mix of stand-alone lessons and integrated topic work. Art units are planned alongside other foundation subject topics to provide additional opportunities for cross –curricular work. 
Teaching of the Formal elements of art (line, shape, form, tone, texture, pattern, colour and composition) are integrated into the units of work. Coverage of these formal elements and of each technique (drawing, printing, 3D form, textiles/collage, digital Media and printing) and medium are mapped out in the Art Curriculum Map.  

Planning of Art will identify key vocabulary, skills and key artists or designers to be studied as well as the progression of lessons for that particular skills set and outcome. 

As well as in sketchbooks, work may also be completed on paper or using other media.  Children’s work will be displayed in communal school areas, in classrooms and will also be displayed on the school website. 

USE OF SKETCHBOOKS
Sketchbooks are used to develop ideas and provide a creative place for children to explore different artists, media, markings and techniques to develop their own style. It is a place for children to reflect on their own work and therefore will not be formally marked by a teacher. Discussions about their work will take place with the child and the child will annotate their own work to evaluate and develop next steps. 
These sketchbooks will move up through school with the children to allow children to reflect on their progress over their time in our school. 


ASSESSMENT AND TARGET SETTING
Work will be assessed in line with the Assessment Policy. A portfolio of children’s work produced at an expected level will be collated by the Subject leader. 

INCLUSION AND EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES
We aim to provide for all children so that they achieve as highly as they can in Art according to their individual abilities. We will identify which pupils or groups of pupils are under-achieving and take steps to improve their attainment. Gifted children will be identified and suitable learning challenges provided.
At Ribbleton Avenue Methodist Junior school we teach Art to all children, whatever their ability, race or gender. It is part of the school Curriculum policy to provide a broad and balanced education to all children. We provide learning opportunities that are matched to the needs of children with learning difficulties and those learning English as an additional language, as well as providing appropriate, challenging planned work for those children who are Gifted and Talented.

	
ROLE OF SUBJECT LEADER
The Subject Leader should be responsible for improving the standards of teaching, learning and outcomes for children in Art and Design. 
They will do this by:
· Ongoing monitoring and evaluating of planning and teaching  
· Ensuring adequate curriculum coverage and skills progression
· Taking the lead in policy development
· Auditing and supporting colleagues in their CPD
· Purchasing and organising resources
· Keeping up to date with recent Curriculum developments
· Ensuring displays of a range high quality work are in communal school areas
· To promote art events through school
· Ensure appropriate risk assessments are in place and up to date
