	RATIONALE:
To support the emotional and physical wellbeing of the children and have a positive impact on the behavioural outcomes of the children school have enhanced our Physical Education offer by providing:

-A full time sports coach
-Outdoor Education
-Funded trips to support outdoor education
-purchased resources to enhance provision for the current school cohort and future pupils

As part of the role of the Sports Coach children now receive:
-1 Coach led P.E. session per week alongside the class teacher as part of the teaching CPD
-daily active break and lunch time sessions
-Sports focussed After School Clubs
-Entry into interschool and Lancashire based sporting competitions
-Fortnightly Outdoor Learning morning which includes and Outdoor Education session and an additional P.E. session led by the sports coach in a smaller group ration to allow development of skills taught in the main P.E. session.  These sessions are used to enhance the curriculum.

As part of this development, new sporting equipment has been purchased to Support the teaching of the curriculum over time.

Proposed Impact:
It ensures that our pupils have high quality teaching, alongside experience learning opportunities.  School are also passionate about providing a fully active lunchtime which we believe will positively impacted on behaviour resulting in less conflict from unstructured play.  It is also hoped that the increase in physical activity will support children in managing their physical health and develop life ling habits that will reduce obesity problems in later life.  Children are now having specific skills taught to them that enable to take part in competitive sporting experiences which helps to raise their confidence, build resilience and promotes sporting ambition and sportsmanship.

Proposed Impact:
It is believed that the impact of this will ensure that all children have an opportunity to experience new activities that will have a positive impact on life learning and ambitions.

IMPACT OF PROVISION 2023 - 2024:  
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STATEMENT OF SUSTAINABILITY:  
The budget projects that over the next 3 years, the government are going to continue to provide the Sport Premium funding however we are aware that there has been no commitment to this to continue beyond 2025-2026. The allocation of the money at present means that coaching can be sustained as a CPD provision for staff and can continue to support wellbeing and positive play/entries into Sport events and providing high quality experiential opportunities to impact on academic outcomes and the emotional wellbeing for all pupils at RAMJS.  
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
