IMPACT OF PROVISION :
Due to the Covid outbreak resulting in school closure, the full impact of the Sport Premium Grant has been harder to measure.

School have been able to use the Sports Premium grant to support the development:

· In House Sports Coach-remained within staffing, therefore provided sporting provision for Key Worker Children to maintain physical activity.
