IMPACT OF PROVISION :

The use of the Sports Premium to develop sports coaching through school has resulted in: 

· the identification of several children who have been sent for sporting trials with Blackpool FC and Manchester United thus raising aspirations
· Children have taken part in local sporting events thus building a sense of pride and aspiration as well as sportsmanship and development of sporting ability
· Staff feel more confidence with the delivery of P.E.
· The expertise of the sports coach has resulted in children exploring a wider variety of sports beyond the curriculum such as Yoga and team building activities
· Whilst off, because of whole school closure, the sports coach provided video P.E. sessions and learning ideas to support the children at home.  This was done via our Seesaw learning app.
· School used the sports premium to provide sporting sessions for children, during lockdown, to support with the wellbeing of the children.  The sessions were available to all children from June until July and were introduced to alleviate the concerns about returning to school, the loneliness and emotional impact of not seeing their friends and to help children to stay healthy and active.

STATEMENT OF SUSTAINABILITY:  
Considering Covid restrictions, school made the decision to employ a Sports coach in house for the coming academic year.  This allows high quality sports coaching to continue without concerns about sports coaches coming in from different schools and settings.  This will ensure that school can further develop our sports curriculum including the development of outdoor learning to enhance physical and emotional wellbeing in school.
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
