	RATIONALE:
To support the emotional and physical wellbeing of the children and have a positive impact on the behavioural outcomes of the children, lunchtime provision has been developed to ensure that pupils at school have purposeful, enjoyable active play during their break.
As part of this development, playtime resources have been purchased so that each class has a selection of activity items to help them keep active in a purposeful and enjoyable way.
To compliment this, we bought in the expertise of the PNE sports coaches who provide daily sporting provision for all children at lunch times.
This facility is available throughout the lunchtime period and the coaches provide planned provision to meet the needs of the children.  These include ball sports and team building activities.  

Proposed Impact:
It ensures that our pupils have a fully active lunchtime which we believe will positively impacted on behaviour resulting in less conflict from unstructured play.  It is also hoped that the increase in physical activity will support children in managing their physical health and develop life ling habits that will reduce obesity problems in later life.

Alongside this, school are in the process of developing an Outdoor Learning curriculum which children will access twice a month throughout the year.  This provision will include Forest School accreditation and the staff leading on this project have level 3 Outdoor learning training.  This provision is intended to provide learning opportunities that have not previously been available to the children and due to the inner-city location of the school, hope to provide a love of nature and an enjoyment for the outdoors.

As part of the School Improvement Plan, it is intended that alongside the Outdoor Learning Curriculum, school will provide an outdoor activity day for all children throughout school.  At present, Year 6 enjoy a residential opportunity which school subsidise through the Pupil Premium Grant, however it is felt that all children would benefit from this type of activity from Year 3 onwards and therefore, some of the Sports Premium grant will be used to provide an outdoor learning activity day at an external facility e.g. Hothersall Lodge, for every child in school.
Proposed Impact:
It is believed that the impact of this will ensure that all children have an opportunity to experience new activities that will have a positive impact on life learning and ambitions.

IMPACT OF PROVISION 2021 2022:
The use of the sports premium continues to impact as we develop the coaching of sports e.g. cricket and rugby through school.
School have entered children into sporting competitions and now run after school clubs linked to the development of sports e.g. Girl’s football club, cricket and rugby club.
In access PNE coaching, we have been able to provide Headstart to our Y6 pupils.
All Y5 pupils are offered Cycling proficiency.
All pupils have a full Outdoor education lesson every other week and school provide appropriate clothing to support this.

STATEMENT OF SUSTAINABILITY:
