School situation and layout

	Ribbleton Avenue Methodist Junior School is a multi-cultural school in an area of deprivation, close to Preston City Centre. There are currently 260 pupils on roll aged between 7 and 11 years, and a total of 39 staff.  The school occupies a site alongside Ribbleton Avenue Community Infant School. Our Community Centre and the Methodist Chapel are situated adjacent to our school buildings. A small car park serves all the buildings.

Ribbleton Avenue Methodist Junior School is situated on Emerson Road, at the end of which is a gated entrance to James Hall Distribution Depot. (Please see appendix A)  On the opposite side of the street are residential houses.  Most residents park their cars on the street, and as a result of which Emerson Road often has single vehicular access. Wide pavements on each side of the road allow for good pedestrian access to the school.  We offer a breakfast club from 8.00a.m, and after school clubs to around 4.15pm.

Ribbleton Avenue itself is a busy route into Preston.  A bus service runs frequently. There is a pedestrian crossing opposite the infant school which is manned by our lollypop man in the mornings, and at the end of the school day. Emerson Road leads directly off Ribbleton Avenue. The immediate area surrounding the school is both residential and commercial.  Approximately half a mile along Blackpool Road (See appendix B) is a large retail Park and beyond that Preston North End Football Ground and Moor Park. Blackpool Road is also a busy Road which provides access to the M6 Motorway.   Housing surrounding the school is both private and council owned.

In recent years we have achieved both the national and regional healthy school awards, Wellbeing Award and the Activemark award.  As a school we are keen to promote a healthy lifestyle amongst our pupils and are currently working towards our Equality Mark.



Issues

	· Emerson Road is very congested at the beginning and end of the school day. 

· Parents stop in the road to drop children off at school this causes a danger to pedestrians

           and alighting passengers.

· The school car park is small and overcrowded. Most staff live in varying locations which

           limits car sharing.  Car use to and from work is essential for most if not all staff.

· Parents/carers drive into the car park to drop children off, which is a  

     danger to pupils and staff.

· There is insufficient space for parents and carers to park cars whilst waiting for their 

           Children.

· Parents/carers park on pavements which causes a hazard to pedestrians.

· Police patrols have had limited effect on parents/carers as they still drop their 

      children off as close to school as possible when they are not present.

· We aim to improve the health and fitness of our pupils, parents and the wider community.




Details of consultation & summary of results from questionnaire

	The main concerns highlighted through the questionnaires include:

·  A significant proportion of the parental questionnaires suggested concern over the road crossing at the point where Ribbleton Avenue meets Blackpool Road.  There is only one crossing at this junction making it very dangerous when trying to cross at any other point, which some of our pupils invariably do.

· Several parents raised concern over the safety of our pupils when walking to and from school down Emerson Road, because of the amount of cars using the lane to drop off and pick up pupils from school.

· A parent suggested safety gates / railings be put in position on Westview Rd as this is often used by lorries.
· Staff felt that more car sharing would be possible occasionally, particularly on the way to and from courses.

Part of my role in school is to welcome the children into school in a morning, the gate the children come in
leads onto Emmerson Road, the children's safety is daily put at risk due to parents dropping off their children
in their cars, parking illegally, the parents turn their cars around at the end of the road and sometimes if they
are rushing etc, bad weather conditions children have nearly been run over whilst trying to get into school. At
times parents wil just pull up and stop in the middle of the road to let the children out causing traffic build up
behind, then this can result in verbal arguments which the children are witnessing.

1'am concerned about the safety of children when parents park on Emerson Road as cars have to turn around
atthe end of the road where there are many children walking home from school. They often reverse here and
there have been a few near misses
