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Criteria for Educational Psychology Involvement
At Ribbleton Avenue Methodist Junior School, we would refer a child for Educational Psychology involvement (in close consultation with parents) if they were to meet the following criteria:
· When referring to Lancashire Inclusion Toolkit for Special Educational Needs and Disability, the child’s needs exceed the bands of ‘Universal’ and ‘SEND Support’ in the Graduated Response. Despite Quality First Teaching and the provision of focussed interventions, progress is still very slow. 

· Interventions have been fully implemented and evaluated over time. Class teachers have received support and advice from the SENCO and outside agencies e.g. Speech and Language Therapy, where appropriate to clarify any issues regarding implementation of interventions and how to measure progress.

· Following clear evidence of the above, Initial Educational Psychology consultation can then be sought to initiate first formal cycle of Asses-Plan-Do-Review. 

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Following completion of two cycles of Assess-Plan-Do-Review, consideration can then be given as to whether the criteria is now met to apply for Statutory Assessment for an Education Health and Care Plan with additional funding for support. A CAF will need to be initiated. The review would need to include the following:
· Evidence of consistent implementation of outside agency advice over time.
· Class Teacher evidence of current levels of progress within the curriculum
· Parental views and Child Views / One Page Profile.
· Continuing barriers to learning that school have not been able to break down or reduce, without specialist guidance.

· There are health issues in addition to special educational needs, which are impacting on a child’s ability to make progress.  A multi-agency approach involving the School Nurse and possibly Early Help could then be implemented.

· The child needs a significant amount of individual or focussed support, to enable them to access the curriculum.

· A child’s Social, Emotional and Mental Health needs are impacting on their learning and therapeutic support and interventions have not been successful in meeting their needs and supporting the child in accessing the curriculum, in the classroom, alongside their peers.
A referral to CAMHS may be necessary but before this can be done, parents need to attend a parenting course to rule out behaviour as the main cause of the child’s needs.
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
