· The school day starts at 8:50 – The gates on the main school yard will be open from 8:40am and children will be able to walk straight into school via the Year 3 Classroom Doors.
· The children in Lower Keystage 2 (Y3/Y4) will have a morning break, a lunch break and an afternoon break.
