All items brought to school MUST be taken home daily
P.E.
P.E. kit (T-shirt-joggers/shorts/pumps or ALL BLACK trainers/school jumper).  
P.E. Kits can remain in school and return home for washing
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Outdoor Learning

On Outdoor Learning days please send your child in clothes that are suitable for being outside and that can get dirty.  They will be exploring nature, cooking over open fires, planting and growing things so their clothing needs to be warm, sensible and suitable for a morning outside.

They would benefit from having a pair of wellies and a water proof coat, especially in the winter months.  Mr Moran and Mrs Langfield will advise further with this.
Jewellery
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For Health and Safety reasons children should not wear jewellery in school unless for religious reasons.

If earrings must be worn, they should be plain stud earrings only and must be removed on P.E. days.  School staff are not able to remove earrings for children.
Hair styles/ Hair Accessories

We ask that hair styles in school are sensible and suitable for a place of learning.  Children should not be coming to school with coloured hair.

Hair accessories should be Black, White, Grey or Red.  Please do not send children in bright coloured hair bows, hair clips.
