Welcome back after a lovely summer break. 

I would very much wish to encourage your active participation in the education of your

child/children. Should you have any concerns, please do not hesitate to contact school and I shall endeavour to deal with them.

STAFFING: I would like to take this opportunity to welcome the new staff we have in school: 
Mrs Bloor is teaching is year 4 and Mrs Gaitens is our new school business manager.

APPOINTMENTS/ LATE ARRIVALS ETC: All children arriving late for school must report to the school office before going to class. All children with appointments in school time must be signed in or out, collected and returned to school via the school office. Please try and make appointments outside of school hours or in the holidays. If you are unable to do so please send your child into school before an appointment and return them to school after it – DO NOT keep them off all day as this will be unauthorised. Parents of children who are persistently late may receive a fixed penalty notice.

PUPIL ABSENCES: It is most important that we receive a telephone call before 10am on the first day of absence to indicate that your child is ill or will be absent from school for some other pressing reason. It is really important that your child attends school daily and that you, as parents/carers, stress the importance of regular attendance and show your child/ren that you value school and education.
COLLECTION OF CHILDREN: It is important to inform your child’s class teacher should someone different from the norm be collecting them from school. 
DINNER MONEY: Dinner money is £11.00 per week, (£2.20 per day) due in advance on a Monday for the week. PLEASE send it in an envelope with your child’s name and class on.

WINTER UNIFORM:

Girls: Red jumper or cardigan, grey/black trousers or skirt, white polo shirt, black shoes (not ‘Ugg’ type boots or trainers with brightly coloured logo’s) and white, black or grey socks/tights. Headscarves must be red, white or black.
Boys: Red jumper, grey or black trousers, white polo shirt and black shoes (not trainers with brightly coloured logo’s).

The children are also expected to wear black shorts and a white t-shirt for P.E (girls may wear leggings or tights under their shorts if necessary). Lots of children are not wearing the correct kit or do not bring a kit at all. May I take this opportunity to remind you that all children must take part in PE as it is part of the curriculum. I expect all children to wear the uniform kit. If your child does not have the right kit, please make sure you purchase one as soon as possible.

Please also note that no extreme hairstyles or colours are permitted (this includes shaved pattern and designs). Long hair should be tied back. No nail varnish, make up or jewellery are allowed. (Small earring studs are acceptable).

HOLIDAYS: Please can I remind you that holidays in term time are not permitted unless there are exceptional circumstances. Holidays for children in Y6, under any circumstances will not be authorised before the SATS that take place in May 2018. Please come and discuss any holidays with me before you book them. Any parent taking their child on an unauthorised holiday is liable to receive a fixed penalty notice fine.
CLASS NEWSLETTERS: All children should be bringing home a class newsletter informing parents of the topics being covered this half term, PE times, homework information and any other information that the class teacher would like to share with you.
PUPIL DATA COLLECTION & PARENTAL CONSENT FORMS 

Please make sure that these are returned as soon as possible.

MEDICAL: It is vital that you inform us if your child is asthmatic as soon as possible. Please provide a named, blue inhaler that we can keep in school. If you inform us that your child is asthmatic they will not then be allowed to participate in PE or attend trips if they do not have an inhaler in school.

If your child suffers from any other medical condition that requires medicine/medical equipment please also inform the school office staff/class teacher asap so that the correct procedures can be put in place and the paperwork can be completed.

MONEY – any money being paid into school should be in an envelope with your child’s name, class and reason clearly written on the front.

TOYS: Toys, of any kind are not allowed in school unless this has been pre-arranged by the class teacher for a special event. This includes football/collectable trading cards of any description.

HEALTHY EATING: As part of our drive to encourage healthy eating and lifestyles I ask that you do not send your child/ren with sweets, chocolate or fizzy drinks in their packed lunch. A small bag of crisps, fruit or a biscuit is acceptable for a break time snack.
