Collecting Children at the End of the Day  

We are writing to remind everyone of the importance of collecting children on 
time at the end of the school day and after clubs.

Please be mindful of this when planning your pick-up ar-
rangements. 
We kindly ask that you allow plenty of time for traffic or other delays, especially 
if your child is attending an after-school club. While we understand that unex-
pected situations can occasionally happen, consistent punctuality ensures the 
end of the day runs smoothly for everyone. 
If late pick-ups after clubs become persistent, we may need to reconsider a 
child’s place in the activity, as we must ensure the arrangements remain fair and 
manageable for staff.
