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Important Information: CapCut Video-Editing App

Dear Parents and Carers,
We would like to make you aware of some safeguarding concerns linked to a popular video-editing app called CapCut. Many children are currently using this app at home to create or edit short videos, often for sharing on TikTok or other social media platforms. Although CapCut may appear to be a harmless creative tool, it is not designed for primary-aged children, and there are several serious risks that we want families to be aware of.

Key Dangers for Children
1. Inappropriate Content
CapCut includes thousands of user-created templates and music clips. Some of these contain sexual themes, violence, and references to self-harm or suicide. Even though children might not deliberately search for this material, it can appear within recommended templates or popular editing trends.
2. Lack of Age Protection
CapCut’s terms of service state that users should be 13 years or older, but there is no age verification process. This means younger children can easily create accounts and be exposed to unsuitable material.

3. Privacy and Data Concerns
The app collects personal data, including videos, voice recordings, and device information. If children upload videos, these may contain details such as their home, school uniform, or location.

4. Link to Social Media
Many children use CapCut to make videos for TikTok. This can lead to public sharing, contact from strangers, and exposure to adult or harmful online communities.

5. Appearance and Self-Esteem Issues
CapCut offers 'beauty filters' that alter how someone looks. These can negatively affect how children feel about their real appearance and encourage unhealthy self-comparison.

How Parents Can Help
· Check if your child has the app on their device and talk with them about what it is used for.
· Do not allow children under 13 to use CapCut or TikTok.
· Supervise any video-editing activity and review the templates or audio being used.
· Avoid linking CapCut to social media accounts. Encourage your child to save videos privately.
· Use parental controls to limit app permissions, such as access to the camera, microphone, or location.
· Have open conversations about what to do if they ever come across something upsetting or harmful, including content related to self-harm or distressing themes.

· Encourage positive, offline creativity — such as drawing, storytelling, or making short videos together in a supervised environment.
