
Message from Mrs Nickson 

Dear Parents/Guardians, 

For the safety of all our children, we kindly ask that you do not park on the 
double yellow lines outside the school and, where possible, avoid driving or 
parking on Emerson Road. 

Emerson Road is extremely narrow and has no exit point, meaning vehicles are 
required to turn around. This creates congestion and presents a significant 
safety risk to our children at the start and end of the school day. In addition, 
parking on Emerson Road makes it very difficult for residents, particularly as 
parking in the area is restricted. We respectfully ask that you are mindful of 
our neighbours when dropping off and collecting your children. 

Please also note that the school car park is private property and is reserved for 
school staff only. It must not be used by parents. 

Alternative Parking: Tesco, less than a minute’s walk from the school, pro-
vides a safe and convenient parking option. A short walk makes a big differ-
ence in helping us keep all children safe.
